According to Iowa State University Extension and Outreach, February through March is
generally the best time to prune most deciduous* and ornamental* trees. 

Special Note: the best times to prune Oak trees are throughout December, January and February. 
Do NOT prune Oaks from March through October to reduce the risk of Oak Wilt infections.

Evergreen trees require little pruning, and dead, broken or diseased branches can be 
removed at any time of the year.
